INTRODUCTION

This publication constitutes Part 2 of the second volume of a report

on the ground-water resources of the San Antonio area in Texas, prepared

by the Ground Water Branch of the Uni~ed Sta~es Geological Survey in

cooperation with the Texas Board of Water Engineers and the city of San

Antonio. The San Antonio ares, as used in this report, includes the

parts of Kinney, Uvalde, Medins, Bexar, Comal, and :says Counties that lie

within and adjacent to the Balcanes fault zone. The boundaries of the

area coincide with the boundaries of t~e underground reservoir that

supplies ground water to the city of ~~ Anionio.

The other parts of the report contain the text discussing the geology

and ground-water resources of the area (Volume I): records of wells and

springs (Volume II, part 1), and data on water levels in vells, chemical

analyses of water, records of stream flo~ and reservoir contents, discharge

measurements, and precipitation (Volume II, part 3).
